RUSSIA / ISRAEL

GAZA UPDATE
Amid mounting tensions along the Israel-Gaza 
border in recent weeks, the IDF chief of staff 
announced on Thursday that the Israeli 
military would be reinforcing troops in the 
border area in anticipation of further 
escalation. 

In a statement Thursday following a security 
assessment attended by IDF Chief of Staff Lt. Gen. 
Gadi Eizenkot, the IDF Spokesperson's Unit said 
that it was decided to "widely deploy forces in the 
southern sector in the coming days and forge 
ahead with our steadfast policy of preventing 
terrorist activity and infiltration into Israeli territory 
along the security fence in the [Gaza] Strip.”



SYRIA AND THE GOLAN
Syrian Foreign Minister Walid Muallem recently 
addressed the UN General Assembly, accusing 
Israel of supporting terrorism while warning 
that his country intends to “liberate” the Golan 
Heights from Israel. 

“Israel supported terrorist organizations in 
southern Syria and intervened to protect them,” 
Muallem said. “Just as we liberated southern Syria 
from terrorists, we are determined to restore the 
Golan Heights to the borders set in 1967.” 



THE SIMPLE TRUTH
The condition is not the fate of refugees, the division 
of Jerusalem, the return to the Green Line, or any of 
the other oft-cited areas of contention. They can in fact 
accept something less than full independence and 
they can agree to any other compromise that may 
come with the Trump administration proposal, on 
condition that their close friends, the Israelis, will also 
be coming along and joining the confederation party. 
In short, there does not need to be an independent 
Palestinian state, a capital in East Jerusalem or an 
arrangement for Palestinian refugees, as long as there 
will no longer be an independent entity called the 
State of Israel.

JERUSALEM, ISRAEL
The Trump administration may be withholding 
recognition of Israel’s capital on passports for the 
time being because of its much-anticipated 
Mideast peace plan. 

Despite the United States recognizing Jerusalem as 
Israel’s capital in December and relocating its 
embassy from Tel Aviv in May, Americans born in 
Jerusalem are still unable to list “Jerusalem, Israel” on 
US. passports. 

“The president has made clear that the specific 
boundaries of Israeli sovereignty in Jerusalem remain 
subject to final-status negotiations between the 
[Israelis and the Palestinians], “We have not changed 
our practice regarding place of birth on passports or 
Consular Reports of Birth Abroad at this time.”
