Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu

told Israel Hayom in an interview published
today that no Palestinians living in areas
slated for annexation would be granted
Israeli citizenship.

Palestinian Authority could face ‘existential
threat’ if it stops security coordination with
Israel




Senior Israeli officials said Friday that security
coordination between Israel and the
Palestinian Authority was expected to
continue clandestinely, despite the PA's vow
earlier this week to end cooperation over the
new Israeli government’s plans to annex
portions of the West Bank.

Channel 13 said that the PA had sent
messages to Israel saying that despite
ending the cooperation, it would not allow
terror attacks against Israelis or a mass
popular uprising.

Israelis are breathing a little easier as new
COVID-19 infections remain at very low levels
and the economy slowly reopens. Public
schools have resumed, malls, beaches, bars
and restaurants are opened.

The steps Israel took were tough and
included closing the education system,
houses of worship, public venues and places
of entertainment.

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Iran’s President Hassan Rouhani ordered his
government to implement new legislation
to ban the use of any Israeli products in the
Islamic Republic, the FARS news agency
reported Tuesday.

With Israeli know-how showing up in all
aspects of hardware and software, it is not
clear how the Iranians can ever hope to
implement such a law. The top computer
companies in the world, including Intel,
Microsoft, Google, IBM and others, have all
heavily invested in the Jewish state and
have extensive research and development
operations, employing tens of thousands of
Israelis. Israeli knowhow and technology is
incorporated in many of their products that
are used around the world, including in Iran.
